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ASPECTS OF TEACHING ENGLISH (ELC-T4)

2 weeks, 30 x 60 min per week

Description of Course Contents
This very practical course aims to provide participants with lots of ideas to hep them reflect on and develop their current teaching practice. Input will be provided in a variety of ways (including seminars and practical workshops, trainer summaries and demonstrations) that take account of the course participants’ different learning preferences and styles. Participants will be encouraged to share their own ideas and experience, and develop networks with participants from other countries.There will be opportunities throughout the course to exploit the UK context by collecting relevant authentic materials, making contact with native speakers and taking part in the school’s social and cultural programme, and outings.
Participants will be encouraged to explore how the practical ideas presented can be incorporated into their teaching context. Participants will have the opportunity to observe classes with our adult learners in a variety of possible areas (General English, Exam Preparation and Business English as appropriate).
Target Groups

The course is designed for non-native teachers in primary, secondary and adult education.A preparation pack is sent to participants on enrolment. Before the start of the course, participants will be asked to complete a pre-course questionnaire and a pre-course task which will enable the trainers to focus more specifically on the exact needs of the participants. The trainers will review the pre-course task during the course.
