Description of Course Contents
English Teacher Experience course is designed to demonstrate a range of activities for use in the English language classroom. Participants will take part in small group and pairwork activities, open discussions, seminars, workshops and visits in order to increase their own language level, and experience a range of modern communicative language teaching techniques. The language enhancement element of this course is based on the linguistic level and needs of the participants; the methodology part is organised so that teachers from similar teaching backgrounds work together. The combined experience of participants is an important part of this course and all participants are encouraged to reflect on and share their problems and ideas in order to develop an understanding of teaching English in a European Context. By the end of the course, participants will have improved their language level and increased their confidence and skills as classroom practitioners. Each two week course offers 21 hours input per week. Teachers can also join organised cultural and social activities.
Target Groups

These language enhancement and methodology courses are for overseas teachers of English who want to improve their mastery of the English language, discover new methodology, and learn about British culture. The course is suitable for teachers specialising in teenage and adult students.
Aims of course
· To provide participants with a range of practical activities used in the modern communicative language classroom for immediate use in their own classrooms
· To give participants the opportunity to refresh and develop their own language proficiency
