2 weeks, 30 x 45 min per week

Description of Course Contents
The course is run in two sections. The morning sessions are devoted to teacher training, while the afternoon lesson focuses on increasing linguistic competence. Participants are also given the opportunity to observe a lesson taught by one of our experienced teachers.

There is an extensive social programme introducing students to the wonderful cultural sites of Oxford and places associated with famous characters including the Harry Potter sites of Christ Church College and the Divinity library. There are also a number of fun evening activities and we always find time to enjoy a delicious English cream tea.
Target Groups
This course is designed for teachers of English who wish to learn about new techniques, classroom activities and materials. It also provides an opportunity for teachers to enrich their knowledge of English through direct contact with the language and culture of Britain, and for interaction with fellow teachers from other countries.
Aims of course
· to equip teachers with new skills and current methodology to enable them to be more motivated, confident and effective teachers
· to address the role and practice of ICT in language learning
· to  gain a deeper insight and experience of British life and culture through lesson content, the cultural social activities, and accommodation with a British host family
· to share ideas and experiences with teachers / students from other countries and develop contacts for projects between schools in the future
