2 weeks, 26 x 60 min per week

Description of Course Contents
The language development section of the course will refresh and extend participants’ knowledge and use of English in the areas of vocabulary, grammar, function, phonology and current idiom and usage, as well as the language skills of listening, reading, speaking and writing.

The teaching methodology component of the course will explore developments in Teaching English as Foreign Language and will consider a range of topics, including classroom management, communicative techniques, presenting language, using drama and role-play. Participants will look at a wide range of published resources and materials and the use of computers and self-access resources. Depending on the needs of participants, courses will also include work on special projects and on English Literature.
Target Groups

This is a course for people who teach or want to teach in their own country.  The course includes both language development and teaching methodology.

Participants’ level of English should be at least level B2 of the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages to take part. (This is equivalent to FCE, IELTS 5, TOEFL computer-based score of 173)
